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The band program at Frost provides woodwind, brass and percussion students with the opportunity to explore the art of music through performance. We offer 5 levels of instruction in order to meet every student’s interest and ability.

General Expectations 
* Students are required to attend all concerts scheduled for their particular band. 
An excused absence from a concert is defined as a “once-in-a-lifetime event” that, by its nature, is planned well in advance. Written notice of such a conflict must be received by Mr. Kosko 4 weeks prior to a performance. 

* Students are expected to have all necessary materials needed for successful participation in class every day.

* Students are to participate in the productive, responsible manner vital to the success of a large “lab” style class.

* Students are expected to practice on a regular basis at home, outside of class time.

* Students are expected to respect and care for all equipment used for band throughout the year. This includes personal and school-owned equipment.

The Band Grade
* Each student receives a quarter grade based upon 3 areas of evaluation.

The Annual Spring Trip
Each year the band department travels to Williamsburg for a music competition and day at Busch Gardens. It is important that all parents and students understand that this trip is a privilege, and not a right. Students earn the trip through responsible participation throughout the entire school year. An unexcused absence from a performance will result in a student being ineligible to participate in the trip. Estimated cost: $115.00.
The Band Uniform
Each student will be issued a formal band uniform that is the required dress for all public performances. Tammy Freeman is our uniform chairperson and will need the help of many parents for fitting and distributing the uniforms. She can be reached at tsfreeman6@gmail.com. Use of School Owned Instruments
FCPS requires an instrument rental fee of $92 if your child uses a school owned instrument. This fee covers the use and maintenance of the instrument. You do not need to send in any money until your child brings home an instrument rental contract.

Percussion Fee
All percussion students must pay an FCPS fee of $52. This fee covers the use of expensive percussion equipment and the supply and replacement of a wide variety of percussion mallets. You do not need to send in any money until your child brings home an instrument rental contract.

Private Lessons
The myriad details involved in performing on a musical instrument can not be covered in a large class rehearsal. If at all possible, private lessons are a great benefit to those students wishing to reach their full potential. Our website provides a list of private teachers that we feel offer superior instruction at reasonable rates.

Switching Instruments
Your child may come home and say “Mr. Kosko wants me to play TUBA!” Each year we ask students who may be interested in trying a new instrument to step forward. This is necessary in order to establish balanced instrumentation in each band. Frost will provide a school instrument at no cost. If your child shows aptitude and interest, PLEASE support that interest with enthusiasm. Students switching instruments do not have to move to another band and will perform in all concerts.
